Springs Water in Al Ula are some of Remnants
of Ancient Civilizations that Prevailed in the
Valley, During the Succession of Civilizations on
the Valley, These Springs water had become
extinct because Natural or Political reasons,
according to the Circumstances of each Stage
Passed on the Valley. People of Al Ula have re-
explored these Springs Water, and they re-
reclaimed it and put in place regulations and laws
to ensure its continuation, and all the Springs
became owned by a Groups of farmers, and
water quotas are distributed among them
According to specific laws. And In this way the
valley was reconstructed by agriculture again,
Until the big Agricultural boom came, and The
Farmers started drilling artesian wells, And the
direction to owned large farms, which led to the
depletion of those Springs and their interruption
forever. We hope that the ecological balance of
the valley will be restored, so that these natural

resources will back to where they were.
